The Budweiser Clydesdales 
will visit Canton on September 9. 
They will parade around down-
town Canton and make beer 
delivery stops at seven local bars 

in the downtown area, said 
Amanda Woodruff, Marketing 
and Tourism Director for Spoon 
River Partnership for Economic 
Development. 

The horses will get set up on 
West Chestnut Street in the block 
between Main Street and 
Avenue. Then the parade will 
begin at 5:30 p.m., and everyone 
is encouraged to come out, see 
the Clydesdales and watch the 
parade, Woodruff said. 

After delivery of a case of beer 
to El Camino Real, a Mexican 
restaurant at the southwest cor-
ner of Chestnut and Main, the 
Budweiser horses and beer 
wagon will proceed south along 
the west side of the square on 
Main Street and continue on 
South Main to Pine Street. 

Then the horses will head east 
along Pine for one block and turn 
north on White Court. Next, a 
case of beer will be delivered to 
White Oaks Sports Bar. 

The Clydesdales next will con-
tinue to proceed north on White 
Court for about a block, turn 
right on Elm Street, proceed east 
on East Elm for three blocks. 
Five beer delivery stops will be 
made at bars on Elm including 
Official Time Out, Brew N Cue, 
Jack’s, Moore’s Pub and Billy’s 
Tap. 

The parade will then return to 
its starting point by turning left at 
Second Avenue and heading 
north to Chestnut, turn left on 
Chestnut and head west to the 
east side of the square, turn left 
and proceeds south along the 
east side of the square, turn right 
on Elm, go south on Elm one 
block, then turn right on Main 
and continue north to the inter-
section of Main and Chestnut.
